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24C UPDATE EXPLANATION

This policy was revised to align with the Pregnant Workers Fairness Act (PWFA), a new federal law that requires
employers with 15 or more employees to provide accommodations to employees' known physical or mental
conditions related to, affected by, or arising out of pregnancy, childbirth, or related medical conditions. This
obligation exists even if the condition does not rise to the level of a disability. Lactation is obviously one of the
physical conditions arising out of pregnancy.

Under the PWFA, it is illegal to:

1. Not make reasonable accommodations, unless the district can demonstrate that the accommodations would
impose an undue hardship on the operation of business;

2. Require an employee to accept an accommodation other than a reasonable accommodation arrived at through an
interactive process;

3. Deny employment opportunities to an employee because the employee needs an accommodation;

4. Require a qualified employee to take paid or unpaid leave if another reasonable accommodation can be provided
to the known limitations; or

5. Take adverse employment action against a qualified employee because the employee requested or used a
reasonable accommodation.

It is not necessary for an employee who is pregnant or has pregnancy-related limitations to show unfair treatment
in the accommodations they are afforded compared to the accommodations afforded to other employees
(previously, accommodations were sometimes denied for lack of similarly situated employees with whom to
compare treatment).

membefsemployees are expected to foIIow estabhshed safety procedures Fa|Iure to foIIow safety procedures may
result in disciplinary action up to and including termination. Additionally, failure to follow safety procedures may
result in reduced workers’ compensation benefits. The district will provide mandatory annual training related to
required safety procedures.

The district will enly-make medical inquiries, require physical exams, erand keep medical information on an
employees only in accordance with law. Medical records must be maintained on separate forms in separate medical
files and shall be kept confidential.

All employees will receive annual training on universal precautions and the district's communicable disease policy.
Individuals employed by the district or through a contracted service to drive district transportation must annually
fileprovide the district with a statement from a medical examiner with-the-district that indicates that they are
physically qualified to operate district transportation for the purpose of transporting students. AnNew drivers must

file this statement prior to his-erhertheir initial operation of district transportation.

Any work-related injury requiring medical attention and/or examination will include a drug screening upon arrival to
any medical facility. This drug screening will be at the district’s expense.
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Following a work-related injury, all staffemployees will be expected to report to work or a modified work assignment
with the release of a medical doctor.

Prior to final approval for hire or return to work following an injury, staffemployees may be required to demonstrate
physical readiness to perform duties prior to employment or returning to work.
